ABSTRACT

The study aimed to work with four objectives. 1) objective was to synthesize leaming management,
The samples used in this research were from selecting the researches relevant to reading for main ideas for the 4
- 6" grade students. 2) objective was to develop a learning model. The group of people who gave information
consisted of 6 experts. 3) objective was to try out the learning model. The samples, randomized by cluster random
sampling, were two groups of the students from Ban Tum primary school (Npc.15 Krp. Klangubpatam): 32 students
for the experimental group and 35 students for the control group. 4) objective was to study the students’
satisfaction towards using the léarning model. The samples were all of the students from the experimental group
in the third objective. The research instruments were a model manual, lesson plans, a test for reading ability for
main ideas, and a questionnaire asking the students to answer the 'questions for the satisfaction on using the
learning model. The statistics used to analyze data were percentage, mean, standard deviation, and t-test.

The research findings were as follows.

1. According to the synthesis of the learning management to develop reading ability for main ideas for
the 4™ - 6" grade students, the results showed that the teaching methods included CIRC and KWL Plus teaching
methods.

2. The leaming model to develop reading ability for main ideas for the 5" grade students was
~~developed-from the CIRC and KWL Plus teaching methods. of students grade 5. The C--D-E-R leaming process

consisted of 5 procedures: 1) Consider, 2) Interrelated, 3) Describe, 4) Exhibit, and 5) Result. All of 5 procedures
were accurate and appropriate, so they met the standard regulated.
3. The fesults on trying out the learning model to develop reading ability for main ideas for the 5™
- grade students indicated that 1) the mean scores of the pretest of the experimental group and the control group
were not different, 2) the experimental group using the leaming model had the mean score of the reading ability
for main ideas after learning higher than that before learning at the .05 of the significance, and 3) the experimental
group using the learning model had the mean score of the reading ability for main ideas after learning higher than
the control group using the regular learning management at the .05 tevel of the significance.
4. The results of the students’ satisfaction towards using the leaming model to develop the reading

ability for the 5™ grade students showed that the students were satisfied by using the leaming model in the overall

at a high level.
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
