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Metacognition for the 4th Grade Students by Applying Metacognition Strategies Integrated with a
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ABSTRACT

This research had four objectives. The first objective was to study conditions of learning management
of English reading comprehension and metacognition of the elementary school students. The samples were 400
students studying in the 4™ grade and 5 teachers from 11 schools randomized by stratified random sampling
technique. The data were collected from a questionnaire and an interview form. The second objective was to
develop a learning model to develop the English reading comprehension and metacognition ability of the g™
grade students by applying metacognitioh strategies integrated with a multisensory concept. The target group
consisted of 11 experts. The third objective was to try out the learning model through & quasi- experimental
approach. The samples, randomized by cluster sampling technique, were 63 students studying in the 4" grade
from Chumchon Huaipai School. They were divided into two groups: 31 students for an experimental group and
32 students control group. The fourth objective was to study the students’ satisfaction of the experimental group
towards the use of the learning model. The samples were 31 students from the experimental group as mentioned
in the third objective. The statistics were percentage, mean, standard deviation, t-test and analysis of covariance.

The research findings were as follows.

1. The overall of the conditions of the learning management of the English reading comprehension
of the 4™ grade students had the problems at a moderate level except. The problems in the student aspect was
at a high level. The conditions of the real implementation of the metacognition of the students were found that
the problems of the all aspects of the metacognition was at a low level.

2. The learning model developed consisted of 5 components: 1) principles, 2) objectives, 3) contents,
4) learning management procedures, and 5) measurement and evaluation. The model was evaluated by the
experts. The results of the evaluation indicated that the model was appropriate to be used at a high level.

3. The results of the trial on using the model showed that the mean score of the English reading
comprehension ability and the mean score of the metacognition of the experimental group were higher than
those of the control group with the statistical significance level of .05.

4. The overall of the students’ satisfaction towards the use of the developed model was at a high

level.
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
